Assignment Three. Identifying a skill set that the community needs to develop
Part 1. Identifying a skill set that the community needs to develop in preparation for giving a workshop:
I looked at my log frame and my farmer soil, water conservation and farmer extension adaptation sub-goals and looked carefully at all of the outputs and activities and chose ”participatory mapping and identification of water, soil, cropping, and rain variability challenges” as being the skill set that I want to use for this assignment in developing the workshop.
I feel that it's a foundational skill for them to learn for several reasons. One, is that I feel that it's important for them to see the entire complex picture of depleted soil, challenges with water, challenges with rainfall and challenges with crops—and all exacerbated by climate variability. I want them to be involved in this in a participatory fashion so that they will have ownership of the process and the outcomes. 
I also want them to be part of the mapping process because I want them to see what a terrible state their resources are in before doing the upcoming series of workshops on soils, water and crops; because in two or three years their soil will be healthier again, they will have better control of their water, and they will have chosen crops appropriate for their local context. 
I want them to be able to remember back to how bad it was and make their own comparisons. I feel that this will help encourage them to adopt these practices and maintain them for a long time.
